Building a Better Burkina, Inc.

Providing Physical, Intellectual, and Spiritual Nourishment for a Child

· We were founded in 2004 as an African Committee of Pioneer Presbyterian Church. We developed a strong relationship with Barry Abdoulaye, teacher in Burkina Faso West Africa. Our group provided lunches, scholarships, school supplies and shoes for 200 children in Balgo Village.

· A miraculous gift provided Barry with land.  We built a 4-room elementary school in Baka Village. We reorganized as a 501(c)3 in 2008.  

· In 2009 six BBB members ventured to Baka to meet, greet, eat, and dance with the wonderful people of Burkina Faso.  The Suzanne School opened that same year with a first grade class.  BBB provided desks, textbooks, scholarships, and lunches for students.

· Each year a grade has been added, plus an agricultural program, a hygiene program, and a sport program. Other groups built two more classrooms. The total 2013-14 enrollment for six grades was 397 students.
· In 2014 we built a 3-classroom school for a college or middle school. In October, 2015 the second class starts. Currently close to 500 students attend our schools each day.
· BBB has also provided a well for clean water and four solar panels for electric power. 
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
